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RULES OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY 
 

GENERAL 
Rule 1: The Missouri YMCA General Assembly, or General Assembly, shall follow parliamentary 

procedure and the rules of the Missouri General Assembly.  The YIG Senate shall follow the rules 
of the Missouri Senate, while the YIG House of Representatives and the YIG Novice House shall 
follow the rules of the Missouri House of Representatives.  Clarification of and exceptions to 
these rules are stated henceforth in these Rules of the Missouri YMCA General Assembly.   

Rule 2: The final authority for all rule interpretation rests with the Legislative Coordinator or designated 
parliamentarian assigned to each chamber. 

Rule 3: The Speaker of the House shall preside over the Opening Joint Session of the Senate, the House 
of Representatives, and the Novice House, which shall, unless otherwise ordered, convene on the 
first day of the State Convention. 

Rule 4: The Lieutenant Governor shall preside over the Joint Session of the Senate, the House of 
Representatives, and the Novice House to hear speeches from Governor and Lieutenant 
Governor candidates, which shall, unless otherwise ordered, convene on the second day of the 
State Convention. 

Rule 5: The Speaker of the House shall preside over the Closing Joint Session of the Senate, the House of 
Representatives, and the Novice House, which shall, unless otherwise ordered, adjourn at the 
conclusion of all business on the last day of the State Convention. 

Rule 6: All joint sessions of the Senate, the House of Representatives, and the Novice House shall 
convene in the House chamber and be opened with a prayer followed by the Pledge of 
Allegiance.  During these initial proceedings, all members and other persons present in the 
chamber shall rise. 

Rule 7: There shall be no drinking, eating, or smoking in the legislative chambers, galleries, or committee 
rooms. 

Rule 8: Each legislator, including all Program Leaders, must author or co-author her or his own original 
bill and submit that legislation to the YIG State Office by the deadline date for inclusion in the 
Bill Book.  Bills passed into YIG law may not be submitted or presented during the year 
following passage. 

Rule 9: A majority of the number of members in each legislative body (Senate, House of Representatives, 
and Novice House) or legislative committee who have registered with the Secretary of State at the 
State Convention on Thursday afternoon shall constitute a quorum to do business. 

DUTIES OF PRESIDING OFFICERS OF THE LEGISLATURE 
Rule 10: The President of the Senate, the Speaker of the House, and the Speaker of the Novice House 

shall take the chair at the hour in which the legislative session convenes or reconvenes and shall 
immediately call the members to order. 

Rule 11: The presiding officer shall preserve order and decorum in her/his chamber and may utilize the 
Sergeant-at-Arms if deemed necessary. 

Rule 12: The presiding officer of the chamber shall rise to restate and respond to all questions and 
motions. 
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Rule 13: The presiding officer of the chamber shall speak on all points of information and points of order 
before recognizing other members rising for the same purpose.  S/he shall decide on all questions 
concerning points of order unless there is an appeal from the floor.  No member may speak more 
than once on such an appeal.  When any ruling of the chair is appealed, the presiding officer shall 
ask the question, “Shall the chair be sustained?”  This question, being put before the members, 
must be voted on before the body proceeds to any other business. 

Rule 14: The President of the Senate, the Speaker of the House, and the Speaker of the Novice House may 
leave the chair at any time.  The Pro Tempore of the respective body shall preside in her/his 
absence, unless another member is designated to preside.  In the Novice House, where there is no 
alternate, the Presiding Officer may allow a member of the Senate or the House of 
Representatives to preside in her/his absence. 

LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEES 
Rule 15: The function of Legislative Committees shall be to study, discuss, and prepare bills for the floor 

of their respective chambers. 

Rule 16: Each Legislative Committee shall consist of the authors of all the bills assigned to that committee.  
An appointed Committee Chairperson shall preside over the committee. 

Rule 17: The Committee Chairperson shall appoint a Committee Secretary from among the committee 
members.  Her/his function shall be to record attendance, amendments, and votes. 

Rule 18: If a bill is reported from a committee with the recommendation “do pass” or “do pass as 
amended,” it shall be sent to the Rules Committee of the appropriate chamber. 

Rule 19: If a bill is reported from a committee with the recommendation “do not pass” it shall not be 
placed on the calendar before any bill reported with the recommendation “do pass” or “do pass 
as amended.” 

Rule 20: The function of the Rules Committees shall be to establish the calendars for each chamber.  The 
Rules Committees will convene at a scheduled time and remain in session until all bills 
recommended by the Legislative Committees have been placed on the calendar. 

Rule 21: The Rules Committees formed for the Senate, House of Representatives, and Novice House, 
shall consist of the Committee Chairpersons, Pro Tempore, and Floor Leaders of their respective 
bodies.  The President of the Senate, Speaker of the House, and Speaker of the Novice House 
will preside over their respective Rules Committee. 

Rule 22: The presiding officer of each Rules Committee shall appoint a Committee Secretary from among 
the committee members to record the calendar created for the chamber. 

LEGISLATIVE PROCEDURES FOR THE ENACTMENT OF BILLS 
Rule 23: All bills must be submitted in the proper format. 

Rule 24: All bills must include an enacting clause which shall read:  BE IT ENACTED [BE IT 
RESOLVED, if a resolution] BY THE YMCA GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF 
MISSOURI AS FOLLOWS: 

Rule 25: The inclusion of a bill in the Bill Book and its assignment to a Legislative Committee shall 
constitute the first reading of the bill.  Committee substitute bills shall have their first reading, in 
entirety, to the committee before a vote is taken. 
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Rule 26: The reading of a bill by the Reading Clerk when it is brought to the floor of the chamber for 
debate shall constitute the second reading of the bill.  This second reading shall be limited to title 
and amendments, if added, except for committee substitute bills, which must be read in entirety. 

Rule 27: The reading of a bill by the Reading Clerk by title only at the conclusion of debate shall constitute 
the third reading of the bill, and must be followed immediately by the vote for final passage. 

Rule 28: Whenever a Legislative Committee recommends that a bill be passed with amendments, or 
proposes a committee substitute bill, the bill shall be presented to the floor as amended or 
substituted by the committee, without a separate vote on the amendments or substitutions. 

Rule 29: All amendments to bills shall be submitted in writing to the Reading Clerk at the time they are 
proposed. 

Rule 30: The title of a bill may not be amended and no bill shall be so amended in its passage through the 
General Assembly as to change its original purpose as expressed in its title. 

Rule 31: The Senate or House may consider bills passed by the other body at any time during the State 
Convention.  During the last day of the session, however, each body shall consider bills passed by 
the other at a ratio of at least two bills from the other body for every one of its own. 

Rule 32: If a body amends a bill passed by the other chamber, the original author of the bill shall have two 
options.  First, the author can accept the amendments and the bill shall be sent to the Governor 
for approval or veto.  Second, the author can reject the amendments, and the bill is considered 
“dead,” and will not advance any further in the legislative process. 

Rule 33: All joint resolutions seeking to propose amendments to the Constitution of Missouri, or 
attempting to ratify amendments to the Constitution of the United States, shall be handled in the 
same manner as other bills. 

Rule 34: If a bill is passed by the Senate, House of Representatives, or Novice House, it shall be certified 
by the Reading Clerk and the presiding officer of the respective chamber.  For all bills passed and 
failed, the bill jacket shall be marked with the number of votes for and against, along with the 
number of abstentions.  The bill jacket shall then be signed by the Secretary and the presiding 
officer to verify the results.  The Secretary shall immediately send all passed bills to the other 
chamber, or if already passed there, to the Governor for consideration.  All failed bills shall be 
returned to the Secretary of the chamber of origin and filed. 

Rule 35: Bills passed by both bodies and signed into law by the Governor shall be handed immediately to 
the Secretary of State who will emboss the bill with the seal of Missouri YMCA Youth In 
Government and enroll it as law. 

MOTIONS 
Rule 36: Every motion shall be repeated by the presiding officer before the body proceeds. 

Rule 37: If a question is under debate, no motion shall be entertained except to adjourn or recess the body, 
or to table, call, refer, or amend the question at hand. 

Rule 38: If a motion is pending before the body, it may be withdrawn with permission from the presiding 
officer so long as no member objects and the withdrawal is granted prior to voting on the 
amendment or bill in question.  If there is an objection, the motion must stand.  If a motion is 
withdrawn, the effect is the same as if it had never been made. 

Rule 39: The Floor Leader, or the acting Floor Leader, shall be the only member who may introduce 
legislation and call or move the previous question. 
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Rule 40: A motion to reconsider any previous motion requires a vote of the majority of the body.  If a 
motion to reconsider is passed, the body immediately shall debate the previous motion before 
proceeding to other business.  Any motion to reconsider, having failed once, may not be 
considered again. 

DECORUM AND DEBATE 
Rule 41: Members of the Senate, House of Representatives, or Novice House shall be the only individuals 

permitted to appear before or address their respective chambers, with the exception of the 
Governor and the Attorney General, who may appear before or address any body upon the 
invitation of the presiding officer and unanimous consent of the members present.  This rule does 
not apply to joint sessions. 

Rule 42: No member of any legislative body, except the author or sponsor of the bill in question, shall 
speak more than five minutes on a bill without unanimous consent of the members present. 

Rule 43: The author or sponsor of a bill may speak up to eight minutes during her/his presentation 
speech, and may reserve an additional two minutes for closing remarks. When the question is 
called on her/his bill, the author or sponsor shall then be permitted to make any final statements 
about the bill before the vote is taken. 

Rule 44: Any member seeking recognition from the chair shall rise, move to a microphone (if necessary), 
indicate her/his seat number, and wait for the presiding officer.  The presiding officer shall 
inquire, “For what purpose does the gentleman/lady rise?”  Upon being recognized by the 
presiding officer, the member shall state her/his purpose, and when given permission to continue, 
state her/his name and delegation before having the floor to proceed. 

Rule 45: When two or more members rise in the chamber at the same time, the presiding officer shall 
indicate who is to speak first. 

Rule 46: Members who have not spoken on the matter before the floor shall hold precedence to address 
the body. 

Rule 47: The right of a member to have the floor shall not be challenged once s/he has proceeded with 
her/his remarks. 

Rule 48: A member who has the floor shall not lose it when interrupted by a call to order, a question of 
privilege, a point of order, a point of information, a request to interrogate, or a request from the 
presiding officer to suspend all business to announce a special message or receive an official 
guest. 

Rule 49: A member, once recognized, will lose the floor if s/he yields to another for the purpose of 
proposing an amendment, or yields for the presentation of new business. 

Rule 50: A member may yield for a motion to recess without losing the right to continue when the debate 
is resumed. 

Rule 51: Debate on each bill in the House of Representatives and Novice House is limited to thirty 
minutes, including the time allotted to the author or sponsor for a presentation speech.  When 
thirty minutes have elapsed, the author or sponsor shall be granted an additional two minutes to 
make closing remarks, if previously requested.  Then, the vote shall be taken on the bill and all 
pending amendments.   Debate in the Senate is unlimited. 

Rule 52: No member of any legislative body shall be addressed by name on the floor of the chamber. 

Rule 53: No absurd or frivolous motions shall be entertained by the presiding officer of any body.  If the 
presiding officer determines a motion to be such, it shall be declared out of order.  This decision 
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of the chair may be appealed, but if the chair is sustained, no further appeals from the same 
member shall be entertained. 

Rule 54: The Senate, House of Representatives, and Novice House, by two-thirds vote, may censure, 
suspend, or expel any unruly member.  If such a motion is made and seconded, discussion shall 
be limited to a statement or explanation from the accused.  After making a statement, the accused 
shall retire from the room until the vote has been taken on the censure, suspension, or expulsion, 
and the results announced. 

VOTING 
Rule 55: When voting, a majority of the number of members in each legislative body or committee who 

have registered with the Secretary of State at the State Convention on Thursday afternoon shall 
constitute a constitutional majority.  This majority shall consist, then, of at least fifty percent plus 
one of the number of registered members in each body or committee. 

Rule 56: The presiding officer shall ensure that the chambers are sealed for each vote taken on legislation, 
after which the chambers may be unsealed. 

Rule 57: The Committee Chairperson shall call the committee into executive session for all votes, during 
which only committee members shall be permitted to take part in the activities of the committee.  
If necessary, the Committee Chairperson may request that all non-members remove themselves 
from the committee area during executive sessions. 

Rule 58: The vote on final passage of a bill in the Senate, House of Representatives, and Novice House 
shall be taken by standing vote.  No bill shall be finally passed except by the affirmative vote of 
the majority of the body. 

Rule 59: When voting, the presiding officer of the chamber or committee shall say, “Those who are in 
favor of [state the question] please say ‘aye.’”  After the affirmative vote is expressed the presiding 
officer shall say, “Those who are opposed please say ‘no.’” If the chair is in doubt, or a division of 
the body is called, those in the affirmative shall rise and be counted, followed by those in the 
negative, and concluding with those who abstain. 

Rule 60: The call for a standing vote (division) must be made by two or more members in the Senate, but 
only one member in the House of Representatives or Novice House. 

Rule 61: Abstention votes shall not be counted with either side when voting. 

Rule 62: The presiding officer of each body or committee shall only vote to break a tie, and the Sergeants-
at-Arms shall never be allowed to vote. 

MISCELLANEOUS 
Rule 63: No standing rule of the Senate, House of Representatives, or Novice House shall be suspended. 
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PARLIAMENTARY PROCEDURE 
 
EXPLANATION OF PROCEDURES 
Any number of motions and procedures may arise in the course of a legislative session.  All motions 
and the rules by which they may be used, such as whether or not a second is required, are outlined 
on the Parliamentary Procedure Chart which follows.  Generally, each bill is handled in the same 
manner.  The following procedures are the ones most commonly used in the legislative process: 
 
Initially, a motion is made to introduce a bill.  The Floor Leader, when recognized by the presiding 
officer, says, “I move for perfection and final passage of...” and indicates the originating chamber 
and bill number.  The presiding officer asks if an author or sponsor is present, and the appropriate 
legislator rises.  The presiding officer then tells the legislator to state her/his name and delegation 
then proceed. 
 
The author or sponsor may request to reserve closing remarks and then gives a presentation 
speech on the bill.  Next the presiding officer calls for speeches in opposition and affirmation, 
which legislators make to debate the bill.  During this time, legislators may rise to a point of 
information, which allows them to question the author or sponsor in order to understand better the 
intent of the bill.   
 
One possible motion that may occur amidst debate is to amend the bill.  All amendments must be 
written and submitted to the Reading Clerk as, or before, the motion is made to amend.  Once an 
amendment is brought to the floor, it is debated and voted on separately from the bill.  Another 
motion that may occur if the body becomes weary of debate is to table the bill or amendment.  
Bills or amendments which have been tabled cannot be taken up again without a majority vote. 
 
In order to conclude any debate, the Floor Leader must call or move the previous question.  If 
two-thirds of the members registered in the chamber approve this motion, then the body votes on 
the bill or amendment.  No further debate or amendments may be offered once the previous 
question is called and approved.  The author or sponsor, however, will be allowed to give closing 
remarks if previously requested.  Finally, the body votes to pass or fail the bill or amendment and 
then moves on to the next item of business. 
 
If at any time the procedures of the body become unclear to a member, he/she may consult the 
presiding officer by rising and saying, “I have a parliamentary inquiry.”  Further, if the body 
deviates from parliamentary procedure or a legislator violates the rules of conduct, any member may 
protest the violation with a “Point of order.”  These two motions help each member and the body 
maintain the decorum within the chamber. 
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PARLIAMENTARY PROCEDURE 
 
MAKING MOTIONS 
There are four different types of motions.  Main motions are used to introduce business to the 
body and they provide the basis for most other motions.  Only one main motion may be handled at 
a time.  Subsidiary motions help dispose of main motions so that new business can be introduced.  
Incidental motions are used to handle specific procedures relating to the business before the 
chamber.  Privileged motions are used to address pressing matters in the chamber.  So that 
business is handled in an efficient, fair, and orderly manner, members must use motions according 
to specific guidelines as listed in the Parliamentary Procedure Chart.  The seven questions below will 
help members make sure their motions are in order. 
 
QUESTIONS TO ASK ABOUT MOTIONS 
 

1. Is it in order?  The motion must relate to the business at hand and be presented at the right 
time.  It also must not be obstructive or frivolous. 
 

2. May I interrupt the speaker?  Some motions are so important that the speaker may be 
interrupted.  See the chart for details. 
 

3. Do I need a second?  Most motions require the support of another member in order to be 
considered by the entire body.  A member usually signifies her/his support by saying, 
“Second.” 
 

4. Is it debatable?  Most motions are debatable so that the majority may decide how the body 
will proceed.  Some motions, however, ensure the individual’s right to act and thus are not 
debatable. 
 

5. Can it be amended?  Some motions can be altered by removing and/or inserting 
provisions from and/or into the original.  Amendments must relate to the question currently 
before the chamber. 
 

6. What vote is needed?  Most motions need a majority vote to pass.  Some motions, usually 
concerning the rights of legislators, require support from two-thirds of the registered 
members. 
 

7. Can it be reconsidered?  Some motions can be debated and voted on a second time to give 
legislators a chance to change their minds.  Motions to reconsider must be made by a 
member who originally voted with the prevailing side.
